_____ I have completed a college search at careercruising.com, collegeboard.com or the PMHS counseling department website and have compiled a list of possible schools that offer programs in areas of interest.  

______I have checked the list of college rep visits and signed up to meet the ones I am interested in (done in the Counseling Office).

______I have a signed transcript release form turned in to the Counseling Office.

______I have registered for the SAT and ACT if I need to re-take it:

______If I am interested in the military, I have contacted the recruiter that I would like to meet with and have taken the ASVAB.

______I have downloaded college applications and know the application deadline for each school to which I am applying.

______I have requested 1-3 teachers, coaches and/or employers to write me letters of recommendation and arranged a date for me to pick up the letters so that I can turn them in to the Counseling Office.

______I have written my college essay and had it proofread and edited.

______If I am planning on playing college athletics I have registered at the NCAA website: www.eligibilitycenter.org/.  

Requesting Transcripts:

At the time you request your transcript to be sent, you need to provide your counselor with all supplemental materials that you would like to have sent along with your transcript.  This includes essays, letters of recommendation, and other supplemental material.  We will send all of that out with your transcript from our office.  Please allow 10 days for transcripts to be sent.
