
Chapter 4 of the State Board of Education Regulations requires that all students in grade 11 participate in the mathematics, reading, science, and writing Pennsylvania System of School Assessment tests. Each year, the students performance on the mathematics and reading assessment is used to determine if a school has made Adequate Yearly progress (AYP).  


 We are extremely proud of the performance that our seniors demonstrated as a collective group when they participated in the assessments last year.  The students put forth a tremendous effort preparing for and taking the tests.  As indicated below, the results for the 2012 tests as compared to 2011 results demonstrate a significant improvement. Upon receipt of our official scores from the Pennsylvania Department of Education for the 2012 PSSA test it was confirmed that improvements were made in all of the performance categories.  However, according to the state report our economically disadvantaged subgroup of the 2010-11 graduation cohort did not have a graduation rate of 85% or higher.  After receiving this information, we re-examined our data for this cohort and found information pertaining to this subgroup had been improperly coded.  These errors significantly changed our graduation rate.  With the assistance of our solicitor, an appeal has submitted in accordance with state regulations to the Secretary of Education.  While we will have to wait on this decision, we do feel that we have significant evidence that could change our overall AYP status.  Regardless, we are very proud of the accomplishments of our seniors.
