Dear Parents:


It is hard to believe the year is almost over, with prom and graduation fast approaching.  The purpose of this letter is to update you on end-of-the year plans and to ask for your support.


The Class of 2013 Post Prom Parents’ Committee has spent the past year planning this year’s post prom.  These parents have donated their time, effort and resources to plan a wide variety of activities for our students. This year will be our fifteenth parent sponsored post prom and we are expecting another huge success!   One of the most dangerous nights for seniors is prom night.  The goal of the post prom is to provide a fun and safe evening.  In order to make the post prom a success, we need the support of all parents of our seniors.  We ask that you avoid planning a private post prom party and join us in this collective effort.  We ask for your support and participation.  Please encourage your son or daughter to attend the post prom.  They may attend the post prom even if they do not attend the prom.  Tickets may be purchased at the high school for $15.00 during the lunch periods on the following dates: April 29, 30, May 1, 2, 3, 6, 7, 8, 9 & 10.  C.T.C. students may purchase tickets, at the high school, on these dates before or after school in the office.  A parent permission form is required for your student to attend the post prom.


The prom is scheduled for May 10 at the Eden Resort.  Prom tickets will cost $35.00 for a Class of 2013 senior and $40.00 for their dates who are not members of the Class of 2013.  Tickets will be sold April 2, 3, 4, 5, 8, 9, 10, 11, & 12 during the lunches, in the cafeteria, and 7:00-7:30 a.m. and 2:30-4:00 p.m. in the Central Complex on these days. Please note there will be no sales on the afternoons of April 9 & 12. Please make all checks payable to the Penn Manor Class of 2013 or cash (exact change only) will be accepted. Please submit separate checks for prom and senior trip.

Baccalaureate will be held May 30, at Manor Church, at 7:00 p.m.

The senior class is excited about their class trip to Six Flags, New Jersey, on May 31.  Students will be departing Penn Manor via buses at 7:30 a.m. and returning to Penn Manor at 10:00 p.m.  Tickets will be sold in the cafeteria, during the lunches on April 2, 3, 4, 5, 8, 9, 10, 11 & 12 and in the Central Complex lobby from 7:00-7:30 a.m. and 2:30-4:00 p.m. on these days with the exception of April 9 & 12 no afternoon sales on these dates.   Tickets will be $30.00. Please make all checks payable to the Penn Manor Class of 2013 or cash (exact change only) will be accepted.  Please submit separate checks for prom and senior trip. No charge for bus and meals are the responsibility of the student.   It should be a fun time for all.  


Graduation will be held at Franklin and Marshall College this year.  The ceremony will be in the Alumni Sports and Fitness Complex on Tuesday, June 4.  Each student will receive nine tickets for the ceremony.  If you would like to request additional tickets, please contact me by May 21.  I would also ask that those families who do not need nine tickets please contact me in order to accommodate additional ticket requests.  Handicapped seating will be available for those individuals who are in need.  If your student does not plan to march in graduation, we will need written notification from you.  


Graduation practices will be held June 3 and 4, from 8:00 a.m. to approximately 11:00 a.m.  Seniors will receive their caps and gowns, along with their tickets, on the first day of graduation practice, June 3. 


Graduation marks the end of many years of hard work.  A respectful and dignified ceremony should honor this important event.  In order to ensure that all graduates can be seen and their names heard as they receive their diplomas, we ask that the audience not participate in any inappropriate outbursts that are not in line with the dignity of the ceremony
