Frequently Asked Questions

Requesting courses for 2018-19 school year

 

What if the class I want for next year is not listed as a choice?

· Students should schedule eight credits of what they are able to schedule.

· If a student has a question as to why a course is not being offered, he/she should use the Special Request field to contact a counselor or email them directly.

What if I disagree with the teacher recommendation for English, math, social studies, and/or science?

· Students should contact the teacher that made the recommendation. Since students are unable to “opt out” of the recommendation, the teacher and counselor will need to make any change.

· If students have questions about their recommendation, they should speak with the teacher that made the recommendation before contacting their counselor. Students should use the Special Request field or email to contact a counselor

 

What if the teacher recommendation for English, math, social studies, and/or science is incorrect OR I am currently in the class recommended for me because I “doubled up” in a subject?

· Students should use the Special Request field to explain their issue or email a counselor and explain the problem.

 

I am a junior - what if I have taken my four science and/or math credits, but I am still required to select a math or science class

· Juniors who have completed or are in the process of completing their four science and/or math credits may select the “Completed Four Credits” option on the course request form. Juniors should only select this option if they have earned four credits and do not plan on taking a math and/or science course.
 

What if I have a special circumstance with my schedule next year (dual enrollment, independent study, etc.)?

· Students should select internship, service learning, or work study and then use the Special Request field or email to contact a counselor and explain the special circumstance.

 

What if I plan on attending full or half day CTC next year – do I still need to complete a full PMHS schedule?

· Yes. Once students are officially accepted to a CTC program, counselors will drop the PMHS courses requested and add the CTC courses to the schedule.

 

If I request an Open Campus elective class, when will I learn more about the course?

· Counselors will be reviewing prerequisites for students who requested Open Campus classes. 
· If a student meets the prerequisite, he/she will receive additional information about the course.

· If a student does not meet the prerequisite, he/she may be asked to request another class.
